Dear Prime Minister,

        President of the European Council,

On this EU-summit today and tomorrow Bundeskanzlerin Merkel is going to declare the German ratification of the Lisbon Treaty is restrained by the German laws which will be voted in the German Parliament according to the ruling of the Federal Constitutional Court last June 30th. 
We are Belgian citizens who have filed legal charges at the Belgian Constitutional Court saying that the Kingdom of Belgian has not yet adapted his national legislation necessary before ratification, namely the legislation concerning the prerogatives of the Belgian Parliaments in relation to the EU. 
Our Prime Minister Herman Van Rompuy has submitted a project of Fundamental Law on July 19, 2008 in order to make the ratification of the Lisbon Treaty possible according to the declaration n° 51 about Belgian federalism in this project. 
Although this modification of the Belgian Constitution is not discussed or voted yet in the Parliament, the Belgian Government has published the law of acceptance of ratification. 
We want to inform you that the Kingdom of Belgium is in the same situation as Germany, namely in the process of adapting national legislation to make ratification possible.

We deplore that our government and our Prime Minister Herman Van Rompuy do not give any official declaration about this situation to you or to the European Council, like the German chancellor has announced to do.
We think, as citizens committed to democracy, that you need to know these facts. We ask you to confront our government with this letter so we finally can integrate a public statement of our government concerning the prerogatives of the 9 Belgian Parliaments within the Lisbon Treaty in our legal procedure.
